10) GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE STUDENTS :

In the previous years, we have made a few observations and we would like to bring the same to your

notice as well, to ensure safety of the student in all respects.
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Bangles, tiny clips and anklets should not be worn to School.

Gold ornaments are strictly not allowed. School will not be responsible, if lost.

Snacks, water bottle with straw, wooden fork & spoon and napkin should be brought in a small
open basket which has a label with the Child’s Name, Class & Section. Do not send bulky back-
packs.

Please send only light snacks like biscuits, fruits cut into small pieces, water and non-messy food
items.

Students should bring a handkerchief with them every day.

Parents are required to trim the Nails of your ward regularly / every week.

Your ward is strictly advised not to bring valuable articles like fancy stationery, toys, watches,
coins, keys and mobile phone. Kindly check your ward’s school bag every day before dropping
him / her at school.

Instead of chocolates, encourage your ward to bring nutritious and healthy snack like
groundnut / nut cookies on Birthdays.

Do not send cakes or any gifts during birthdays instead donate age appropriate books for Class
Library.

Kindly toilet train your ward and ensure that your ward clears bowel before coming to School as it
is practically not possible for so many students to use the School toilet. Keep one set of spare dress
in the School bag.

Parents are requested not to park their vehicles in front of the School Gate and wait for a long time
until the child reaches the class. Kindly drop your child and leave the premises immediately to
reduce Traffic Congestion.

Do not park the vehicles in front of the gate of the houses in the neighbourhood as it might cause
inconvenience for taking their vehicle out of their gate.

Nobody will be allowed to come inside School for picking up their ward in between the day, to deliver any

materials that their ward has forgotten. The Security Staff at the gate has been strictly advised not to

accept anything from parents or guardians to be passed on to the students. This step has been taken on

advice of the State Government Authorities.
