On international level efforts have been initiated for reducing the emission of GHGs as in 1997 Kyoto 
Protocol went into effect in 2005 in which 35 industrialised countries were bounded to reduce the 
GHGs by 2012 to 5% then in 1990.
It is stated that once global warming sets in it shall not be reversed.
Global warming rides over air pollution which is named as biggest killer in south East Asia by WHO. So 
this is the right time to be cautious & to start a fight against global warming at international level but 
first it is to be initiated at individual level.
