An Advisory to Students and Parents

Children are an asset to parents as well as to the institution, they need to be protected.
Their safety and security is a big issue these days. Keeping in view some unfortunate
incidents involving school children, school authority considers this necessary to provide
a safe environment to them where they can feel themselves safe and secured. To
accomplish this concern, important suggestions are being issued:

General Advisory for Students:-

. After entering the school premises, no student is allowed to leave the school
without permission

. In case of emergency, the student can leave the school by depositing an
application duly signed by the parents.

. Report in the classroom for attendance.

. In case of non-availabity of school bus or personal van after school hours,students
should not leave the school premises alone rather should wait at the reception and
available teacher/receptionist would inform the parents.

. In case of any dispute with other student or person immediately inform your class
incharge or the nearest available teacher.

. Inform your class incharges regarding any broken furniture, door, window or
furniture with ejected nails etc. for their repair.

. Do not use and touch chalk-boards, electrical items,glass windows etc.
unnecessarily.

. Deodarants, perfumes, aerosol sprays or any type of sprays are not allowed in the
school.

. Use nearest wash rooms, water taps of your block as and when needed. Do not
stand or loiter unnecessarily in the corridors or around the school Keep to your
left while using staircase,corridor,ramp etc.in line.

10.Students are not allowed to wear costly jewellery (rings, wrist rings of iron(broad
kadas—=er@er), silver or any other metal) or carry any sharp edged objecté" like

metal or iron scale,paper cutters,swiss knife etc. etc.
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In Case Of Emergency

11.Raise alarm in case of any mishappening and unforeseen problem faced by you in
school or outside school campus to protect yourself.

12.Do not create panic in case of any emergency situation i.e. fire, earthquake etc.
instead try to follow instructions provided by the Disaster Management Team

fora safe dispersal.
13.1t is advisable to bring books as per the time table. SCHOOL NEVER advises the
students to bring all the books every day. School discourages heavy bags.

Transport Safety Norms

14.Do not put your arms, head out of window while travelling in bus, van, car, jeep
etc.

15.Board the school bus, van etc. and cross the road safely.

16.Do not use abusive language in school, home or anywhere in society because it
can create more disputes and it brings bad name to school &to your home also.

17.Leave the cycle stand one by one to avoid any injury and move safely.

18.Students coming in 1* round by school bus in morning or by any other
conveyance should report near prescribed site instead of roaming around in the
school premises or any unattended site.

19.Scooty/motorbikes(without license),e-bikesetc. are not allowed for students for
commuting.

Suggestions for Parents

Dear Parents,

Kindly ensure that your good self follow all these guidelines and rules. Joint efforts of
parents and school can avoid all the unpleasant incidents as children’s safety and
security is our first and foremost duty.

Safety measures while Picking and Dropping The Child

1 Accompany (Drop & Pick up) the child at the Bus Stop in morning and after the
school and NEVER leave the child alone on the bus-stop.

2 Reach 5 minutes before the bus time at your stop in morning as well as”after
school.




Send properby signed application of child if he/she is not coming to school for

any reason .

4 No half-day’s leave will be sanctioned. In case of emergency or any
mishappening in the family, ONLY parent should come to pick up the child with
adhaar cardas his identity.

5 In case of emergency please ensure that driver of van/auto is informed if child
would not use the van or private transportafter the school time.

6 Do not send cousins, relatives, shop boys, servants to pick up the child from the

school. It is better to come yourself with original identity card i.eadhaar card of

mother, father or child.
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Safety measures while Commuting

7. Talk to the child regarding the behaviour of people who are in touch with the
child in Bus, van, in the school, on the way to school by cycle/scooty etc.

8. Train your ward not to accompany any unknown person on the way to school or
way back home.

9. Train your ward not to purchase eatables from street shops, vendors, hawkers on
the way to school and vice-versa, instead of it, send home made lunch or packed
eatables from home.

General Suggestions

10.Do not send your ward to tuitions. If he/she does, please keep a check on their
time of returning home and vice-versa.

11.Avoid sending your ward in restaurants for celebrating birthdays, parties etc.

12.Talk to child from time to time regarding his/her safety & security.

13.Train your ward to wear proper school uniform with his/her Identity card. Send
your ward with proper hair cut for boys and hair-bands and braid for girls.

14.Do not provide children with costly phones, bikes and cash.

15.0bserve the regular behaviour of your ward time to time. If any passiveness seen,
talk to him/her.Report to block incharges, class incharges, teachers or Principal if
required. Appropriate counselling should be done. Such a situation should be dealt
with sensitivity. 3

16.Check school bag regularly for any objectionable or unfair articles in it eg. sharp
edged objects, paper cutters, spinners, jewellery,mobile phones,clips, musical

items etc.
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Incase of Emergency
17.Train the child & make him/her aware regarding good touch & bad touch.
18.Train the child to raise an alarm in case of any emergency.
19.No half-day’s leave will be sanctioned. In case of emergency or any mishappening
in the family, ONLY parent should come to pick up the child with adhaar card as his
identity.
20.Make them learn or provide them with emergency phone numbers to students for
your contact.
21.Train your ward not to use internet games or being active on social media or using
chatrooms to be in touch with strangers. Such people can expose children to
dangersand can be threat to them. '
22 .Children are told about safety exits during any unforeseen or natural calamity such

as earthquakes .fire outbreaks etc. by disaster management team. In such a situation
they should follow the instruction of the faculty members for easier dispersal.

For students commuting by Private Transport (vans & autos)

I would like ‘to once again convey, that the safety and security of all the students
enrolled in school is prime concern of the school. Time and again all have been
cautioned regarding engaging private vans to commute their children to and fro from

school .
It is stated that school has no self interest or any connection with the owners of private

conveyance. It is totally at your own desire and choice. If there is any unforeseen and
unpleasant incident in or outside the private conveyance, school shall not be responsible.

Please ensure that following points are taken care of:

1. These vans are overcrowded (carrying two times the number of children actually
permitted). Please ensure that your van driver is carrying adequate strength of
students making it comfortable for the students

. Many vans arrive late to the school to pick up the students. It is requested to
please instruct the van/auto drivers to reach in time so that the studentsdont have
to wait on the road, that may lead to safety concern.

. Parents must have auto drivers' ID proofs and photographs. Also majority drivers
do not have police verification done or not registered with transport department.
Please ensure that these security measures are intact.
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. A few van drivers use the wrong side to drop children. Many of them stop their
vans unsafely and allow children to get down from door which opens on the main
road. Parents must also keep a check for this .

. Vans and autos pose a problem of abusive language and bullying.

. At times drivers are rash, cross speed limits and disobey traffic rules. Parents must
take responsibility to instruct the driver for any such violation.

. Vans/Autos must have a First-Aid kit which most of them do not have.

. Please do not allow van drivers to send anybody else to pick up children from
school.

. Driver should not stop or halt on the wayto buy stationery or eatables for children.

10.Van driver should not drop the child mid-way (neither far away from schoolnor
from home).

11.Nobody else (outsider)except for the alloted number of children should be
allowed to board van when children are on board.

12.Also ensure van drivers do not smoke while the children are on board.

13.Keep talking with the child regarding the safety issues. Keep an eye on the
interiors of the vans/autos for safety updation.
14 Please ensure that driver is informed incase of half day’s leave or if not using the

vehicle on a particular day.

Parents are suggested to verify the following documents of the van/ auto drivers
Copy of Aadhaar Card.
Van RC/Valid documents/Drivers DL
Police verification document.(Submit it with the school as well).

It 1s suggested that one parent by rotation should accompany the children in. the
van to ensure safety of the child.
