For the enrichment of the understanding and skill development of students in different subjects,
respective subject teachers will conduct four subject enrichment activities of 5 marks each
throughout the year. Out of which, two will be conducted before Mid - Term Periodic written Test
and othertwo willbe conducted after Mid - Term Periodic written Test. The best one of 1sttwo
activities will be taken for 5 marks of 20 marks internal assessment of Term-l Assessment &the
best one of all the four will be taken for 5 marks of 20 marks internal assessment for Annual
Assessment.
