9.(A) The line graph given above clearly depicts the number of people who visited Salarjung Museum 
at Hyderabad between 2000 and 2010. In 2000 the number of students visiting the museum was 

2.75 million as compared to domestic visitors which was a little less than a million in comparison to 
overseas visitors as their number touched 8 million in 2010 which earlier i.e. in 2000 was 3.75 million. 
The line graph shows a steady rise in the number of overseas visitors but as far as domestic visitors 
are concerned, the number increased by only one million in 2010. It might rise to 4 million in 2021 
whereas almost 12 million visitors are expected by the end of 2020. The total number of visitors kept 
increasing from 8.5 million in 2000 to 12.5 million in 2005 and 19 million in 2015. The number of total 
visitors is expected to touch the scale of 23 million by 2020. As many as 7 million students are expected 
to visit it by 2020 as compared to their number of 5 million in the year 2015. (5 marks)
