We want to reach 

the top immediately and get worked up when things go wrong. Perseverance and patience are 

forgotten words. We get upset, frustrated and angry when a skill or activity requires us to put in a lot 

of effort and time. We get dejected and want to give it up. 

4. Success, real success and happiness come to those who have a ‘bread-making’ attitude. Those who 

are willing to knead the dough, wait for hours for it to rise only to punch it down and knead some 

more, wait for another couple of hours for it to rise again, then bake it before it is ready to be eaten.
