Parents need to ensure that their child arrives at school on time and is collected promptly after school
hours. Punctuality to be encouraged to avoid late coming. Students must stay within the school premises
after arrival at school.
Send a napkin / handkerchief, Mask and small sanitizer bottle with your ward every day.
Send the tiffin and all the other material required to carry out the day’s work with your ward only.
The school office shall not accept the tiffin or any material and will not take the responsibility
to deliver it to the children in the class.
Absenteeism from school even for a single day must be accompanied by a leave note duly signed
by the parents.
In case of iliness, the leave note must be followed by a medical fitness certificate issued by a
recognized physician incase of more than 3 days of sickness.
A student may not be allowed to sit in the annual examination if he/she has not put in a minimum
of 75% of the attendance for each term as per CBSE norms.
Every student must come neatly dressed to school with proper uniform code assigned by the school
and can wear or change into suitable clothing for sports activities.
Girls are to wear black hair band and in case of long hair one/two plaits to be tied. Nails to be trimmed
properly and no Mehendi or nail polish to be applied.
No valuables should be worn or brought to school by the students.
Children availing the school transport facility should fill the required form and submit it in the
School Office.
Bringing vehicles to school, other than bicycles, is strictly prohibited.
Electronic items are not to be brought to school by the students. If found doing so, those will be
confiscated and shall not be returned under any circumstances.
