The business did so well that soon he had installed more than ten telephones, with
separate cabins, to allow them privacy while they made and received their calls.

The OTs who would talk on the PCO from here would always refer to the place as 'Ganga Dhaba'. It was
because this place is so close to the Ganga hostel inside the academy, that slowly the name changed and

it became Ganga Dhaba. "Since it was the OTs that gave us our identity, we decided to change the name
and call it Ganga Dhaba," he says.
