2 The School is required to apply on online for further extension of affiliation along with
the requisite fee and other documents by 30™ June of the preceding year in which the
Provisional Affiliation expires as per Rule 15.11 of Affiliation Bye Laws.

3. The school will implement Continuous and Comprehensive Evaluation (CCE) as per the
schemes of the Board upto Classes X vide Circular No. 39/20-09-2009 dated 20.09.2009 in
the school and further directions issued from time to time.
